Secretary’s Report 

Karen Floyd was given and presented minutes from June 11, 2008 meeting. They were moved for approval by Sharon Brown, 2nd by Kevin Bell and unanimously approved for acceptance.

Treasurer/Audit Report 

Judy Huntzinger, CPA, Audtior presented her results of the PTSA financial statements for the school year 2007/2008.  Attachment Report form B.

Audit Report Summary:  Ms. Huntzinger reviewed the financial statements: expenditure, budget, documentation, receipts and found that the books and records very clean, however, fine details and guidelines need to be cleaned. Income side of finances looked clean.  For clarity whenever dealing with cash, two people should always count cash and sign the form. Ms. Huntzinger questioned the need for the $100 in personal property insurance spent  for the PTSA, stating we do not own personal property.  Finally $8,940.55 carried over from the budget should be accounted for in the Budget for 2008/2009 PTSA school year.

Motion was made to approve the auditors report by Pat Wirth, second by Sam Madden.  Passed and approved unanimously.

2008-2009 Proposed PTSA Budget

Terry Matlaga presented the proposed budget. 

Budget Summary:Last year,  33-35 % of the budget went to professional development, 33-35% to student related programs, less than 30 % for the rest of the school budget i.e., Ram Gram, health education, gardening, legislative fees. Gross receipts from grocery receipts were up last year. This year, Great Harvest fund raiser will be a contest between Robinson and other entities to be Baker for the Day.  A new fund raiser has come into play:  Used Book Sale.  Keep In Touch Communication system is for emergency and admin purposes only. Our local paper, in fact, ran the notice of local PTSA meeting.  The PTSA needs their own communication network and will be conducting a trial using “Constant Contact” recommended by members of the VA PTSA. Ram Gram Budget was increased by $1,000 based on 2007-2008 actuals. Hospitality budget slightly increased for teacher staff appreciation. General Administration budget decreased. Motion to pass budget and was moved by Pat Wirth and 2nd by Sharon Brown.

Discussion: The carryover from previous year will be included in budget, $8,940.85 and will appear on the income side of the budget. Line item for Boys State changed to reflect Girls State as well. The year end carryover expenditure will be placed in “Other school funding request” line. Request further definition of special project as opposed to special requests, need definition or combine them into one line item. General agreement of the board to eliminate line item titled, special requests; a carryover of $5,000 will be placed on income side. An amount of $3,940.85 was placed into special projects. Total expenditures for the year will be $38,465; year end carry over $5,000; and $43,465 in total. Board unanimously approved budget.
